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My general feeling about recent months is that it has been an Autumn of mixed weather with November being unusually cold.  When I read the reports and look at the photos of the Club’s activities over the past three months they seem to fit this impression, with a beautiful cold sunny day on a snow covered Mount Keen in November but there were also two outings where what was planned was modified due to the conditions.   The planned ascent of of Carn an Righ from the Spittal of Glen Shee turned into a walk on lower hills between Glen Prosen and Glen Isla but it did include an ascent of the Graham, Cat Law.  On the most recent outing the group set out with the aim of climbing Ben Ledi in the Trossachs but low cloud and rain led to this objective being abandoned with a lower level walk along part of the Rob Roy Way taking in the Falls of Leni being the favoured alternative.  In mid September Ben Lui and Beinn a’ Chleibh were climbed as planned on a walk that was wet and boggy underfoot.    However the group were rewarded with the cloud clearing from Ben Lui just as they arrived at the summit.   This luck was not repeated on either Beinn Tulaichean or Cruach Ardrain in mid October on a day which managed to be mostly dry but the cloud remained firmly on both tops.
